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Vision 3 -4-5  

Where there is no prophecy, the people cast off restraint, 

but happy are those who keep the law.  Proverbs 29:18 NRSV  
 

Proverb 29:18 is often quoted as, òWhere there is no vision the 

people perish.ó I like Eugene Petersonõs translation of the Proverb as 

written in The Message, The Bible in Contemporary Language:  

If people canõt see what God is doing, they stumble all 

over themselves; But when they attend to what he reveals, 

they are most blessed.  

And so it was with this intent ñto attend to what 

God has revealedñthat during my sermon on May 9 th  

I  shared a vision that I have come to refer to as 3 -4-5. 

Before sharing this vision again, Iõd like to share my 

thoughts about visions in general.  

First, we all have read about terrible and tragic 

things done because someone said he or she had a 

vision from God to do whatever it was they did. Or 

we know of those who have used ôvision of Godõ language for their 

own personal gain or advancement. In order to screen out these types 

of visions for myself, I use the following guides:  

1. After experiencing a ôvision or callingõ take time to pray about 

it for a few weeks or months.  

2. After an extended time of prayer, share the vision or calling 

with other Christians. Get their perspective and thoughts and 

pray with them about it. Read the Bible and meditate on Christ.  

3. Finally, ask if this vision or calling involves sacrificial love. 

Does the vision call for love and care for others in ways that 

require sacrifice and change? This sacrificial love stems from 

Christ's  sacrificial  love on the cross. It prevents visions from 

becoming 'empire buildingõ for one or two person's financial 

benefit or glory.  

With that said, here is 3 -4-5 for the faith community of Trinity to 

begin praying about and discerning:  

¶ In 3 years, we have 30 or more high school students involved in 

the ministry of this church.  

¶ In 4 years, we have 400 persons attending weekly worship.  

¶ In 5 years, we have $0 debt.  

Reflect on this vision. Talk about it with your friends and family.

On a sunny Sunday, one week after Easter, Woody and Rosie Knutson, my husband Tom, 

and I drove to Stoughton, Wisconsin to visit First Lutheran Church. Woody and Rosie had been 

describing this church to us for some time. òIt is very similar to Trinity!ó Woody kept telling us. 

Actually, Woody and Rosie first mentioned this church last summer during a Help Keep Trinityõs 

Ministry Alive Youth meeting. We had been planning this field trip of sorts for some time. At that time, 

we were waiting for our new pastor to arrive.  

The four of us left very early in the morning to arrive in time for the second service. Woody and Rosie 

wanted Tom and me to see the technology equipment at First Lutheran Church so we could visualize 

technology equipment at Trinity.  

Woody drove, with Tom in the front seat. Rosie and I sat in the back seat and enjoyed the scenery. We 

took the back roads to Stoughton and drove passed many beautiful farms along the way. We arrived in 

plenty of time before the second service.  

Upon entering the church, Tom and I were amazed on the similarities of the sanctuary to Trinityõs. 

First Lutheran Church has the same beautiful Tudor style and structure as Trinity!  

Woody and Rosieõs daughter and son-in -law greeted us at the church along with a young associate 

pastor. The pastor and their son -in -law showed us the sound and technology system.  

How amazing! From the back of the church, the last pew area to be exact, the computer ran messages 

on a screen at the front of the church. The screen was suspended above an area near the pulpit. The sound 

system was on a panel near the computer. The church also invested in cameras that projected from  three 

different angles to tape services, including weddings. They offered the wedding videotapes for a fee.  

Congregation members volunteer to run the technology during each service. The members are all 

ages, including young adolescents. The system is easy to use and almost runs itself.  

The messages that were playing on the screen were developed using a power point program on the 

computer. The messages included information on the programs and committee meetings for the 

following week, pictures of the church youth during several program activities and get -togethers. Music 

played during this period between services.  

As the next service approached, the screen electronically folded back and returned 

to a cabinet along the wall behind the pulpit. Once a month, First Lutheran Church 

projects the bulletin on the screen, including the songs, during the entire service.  

I asked a member of the church if she liked to follow the service on the screen. She 

said, òYes I do! During the service, I can hold my little one and see the words for the 

service. I can also sing along without wrestling a book or papers. Also, it is easier to 

sing and the congregation sounds more robust during the service since everyone has their head up and 

is projecting their voice forward instead of downward into a book.ó 

Tom and I sat in the first pew during the service with Woody and Rosie behind us. This day the 

second service had a southern theme complete with a Dixieland band and southern hymns. The band 

was almost within reach! Three members of the choir sang off to the side of us during one of the hymns. 

The congregation was swaying and singing joyfully!  

The liturgy was traditional. The altar area had been recently remodeled which brought the pastor 

closer to the congregation. I could easily see how some of the same remodeling could be effective for Trinity.  

We left right after the service to head home. Along the way we stopped at Wendyõs for a quick bite. 

We were all famished! Woody had his òusualó according to Rosieéchili. The day ended back in Kenosha. 

We all had a wonderful time enjoying each otherõs company and chatting all the way how these 

technology advancements could fit in Trinity.  

A Technology Ministry will start soon at Trinity. The new ministry team will begin to discuss and 

plan for ways to integrate technology and a new sound system. Please contact me if you have an interest 

in joining the new ministry team or to offer your ideas and suggestions.
